graduated in May with a bache-
lor’s degree in accounting.

He is one of 2,000 NCCC
members and team leaders to
spend the next 10 months per-
forming community-based serv-
ice. His specific projects will be

drawn from NCCC’s Northeast
region, including New England,
Maryland, Delaware, New York
and New Jersey. The NCCC pro-
gram only accepts those ages 18-
24 and the members are required
to complete 1,700 hours of com-
munity service projects.

After his training session, Lim
headed to Delaware with his team
to work on an educational project
at an elementary school. The team
is helping local elementary school
students improve their scores on
state tests in three weeks. He will
also help initiate a mentoring pro-
gram in the schools to isolate at-
